AUDITION INFORMATION!!!!

For Plays/One-Act:

1. Fill out audition form and conflict sheet COMPLETELY (these can be found online and will be provided ahead of time by request)

2. Choose a monologue in the same genre of the show you are auditioning for (ex. Dramatic for a Drama. Comedic for a Comedy, etc.)

3. You will be cut off at 2 (two) minutes, so if the monologue is longer, you can choose to cut it down or just stop at the two minute mark.

4. Remove any questionable language before performing- use your best judgment

For Musicals:

1. Fill out audition form and conflict sheet COMPLETELY (these can be found online and will be provided ahead of time by request)

2. Choose a monologue of the same genre as the show- have it memorized for audition
3. You will be cut off after one minute.

4. Remove any questionable language

5. Prepare 16 bars of a show tune (a song from a musical)* and have it memorized

For Studio Theatre/ Ensembles:

1. Fill out audition form COMPLETELY

2. Prepare two contrasting monologues no more than one minute each.  They can contrast in style, genre, personality, or time period.


*For musical auditions, I want to hear songs from musicals. Also, you will need sheet music or the karaoke version ready- do not sing with a CD or a track with vocals- I want to hear YOU and only YOU.
The Audition Process:

1. Act politely during the whole auditioning process, including while waiting with other performers. Bad behavior will get back to the auditors, even if you think no one will notice. Avoid choosing performance materials that rely on foul language or behavior to get attention. Shock and Awe doesn’t work in the world of auditions.

2. Wear well-fitting, plain clothing. Catherine Fitzlanders, a professional actress, says that dressing too conservatively or wearing a costume can prevent the auditors from seeing you in the role for which you are auditioning. If the audition will include a dance performance, wear high-quality dance wear and have a change of clothes for the rest of the audition

3. Choose a performance piece that fits your age and shows your range of skills, if the audition calls for a prepared piece. The experts at the CCM Musical Theatre Program recommends finding an uncommon piece that is not from the show for which you are auditioning. Delivering a simple but effective piece properly is more memorable than making mistakes on a complicated piece.

4. Arrive at the audition early, especially if it involves cold reading from a script. Ten to fifteen minutes should give you enough time to practice reading the performance piece or getting comfortable with the audition space. The auditors will notice that you came early and prepared, and your performance will be more natural than performers who arrived only a few minutes before the auditions began.

5. Write a basic, one- to two-minute monologue that highlights some details about your experience or interests in performing arts, to be prepared for auditions where you are asked about yourself. 

Tips & Warnings
· If you make a mistake during your performance, stop for a moment and continue. If you can't pick up where you left off, ask if you can restart the piece.

· Act with your voice and face, instead of relying on props or overt gestures.

· Speak loudly and clearly so your auditors can hear you and understand you.

· Avoid the most commonly performed monologues and songs. Auditors will likely hear the same song many times during a day, and even the best rendition of the same song will fail to be memorable.

· Do not argue with the auditors, even if they stop you in the middle of your audition.

Casting is based on a combination of past reliability, strength of audition(s), audition form information, appropriateness for the role, and conflicts with rehearsals.

** NOTE: In this program you MUST list ALL conflicts you will have with scheduled rehearsals BEFORE rehearsals begin.  The only absences that will be excused are illness or family emergency and they must be called in to the school office and e-mailed to Ms. Robinson directly.  Please be aware that missing ANY rehearsals for reasons that are NOT listed on your conflict sheet ahead of time WILL result in your dismissal from the show- no questions asked!  Everyone else’s time is just as valuable as your own, please be considerate. In addition, missing 4 or more rehearsals for any reason (including sickness or emergencies) could result in being replaced for the simple reason that we typically have four rehearsals a week and rehearse for only 4-6 weeks so one missed week makes a BIG difference in your ability to learn your part. 

Being a part of either the fall production or spring musical is highly encouraged, but not required for any theatre student.  The more you have on your resume as an actor the more marketable you are for both productions and colleges. The two main productions are EXTRA- they are extra for you and extra for Ms. Robinson.  Please be respectful of the requirements that are expected of you to participate in these productions.
